Founded in 1999 by current Artistic Director Tamsin Fitzgerald, 2FaCeD DaNcE is
resident at The Courtyard in Hereford. It was the UK’s first all-male peer-led group
and fused break, street and contemporary dance. The company appeared at
Edinburgh Festival Fringe 2004 and have since gone on to confirm their position as
one of the UK’s leading contemporary dance companies. In addition to two
sensational seasons at Edinburgh the company have toured extensively including
Wales Millennium Centre, The Place London and MTV Europe Music Awards Lisbon.
Most recently the company appeared as part of the joint company in Watch This
Space! at Birmingham International Dance Festival, a choreographic collaboration
with Hofesh Shechter.
